The Ministry of Health and Doctors of BC are providing $118 million in stabilization funding to 
family doctors throughout British Columbia to help them ensure their patients have continued 
access to primary care services. 

Overdose prevention and response 
Toxic Drug Alert Issued for Fort St. John - August 25 
There has been an increase in overdose events in the community of Fort St. John. The two 
reported substances are meth, clear or blue colour in crystal form, and crack, white/yellow 
colour in rock form. Both substances have tested positive for fentanyl. These substances are 
highly toxic, and cause sudden, heavy, and prolonged sedation. Overdoses are happening
